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East Burnie Rotary was actively involved in community service: One of the first 
projects was the appeal in 1971 for funds to purchase a portable kidney dialysis 
machine to enable an 11-yr old girl to leave Royal Hobart Hospital and spend 
the last few years of her life at home with her parents. Surplus funds were used 



to purchase a second machine for a Devonport lady. Starting in 1976, the club 
began to run an annual art exhibition, the profits from which were directed to the 
Umina Park Home for the Aged. East Burnie Club also ran the popular
